Chair Ann Rethlefsen read all of the notifications.  Clarifications given for A., hours were indeed reduced.  Other discussion about how banking of courses is affecting other departments’ students.
IX. Old Business: 
A. Online Course Discussion-  Lee Gray asked for feedback from A2C2.  Brian Aldrich mentioned that MSU Mankato Sociology department added a certificate, some courses that he would like WSU students to take and have the classes appear on the WSU transcript.  Richard Shields mentioned students  will be shopping for online courses.  Will this affect accreditation?  Is an online laboratory course the same as an in person laboratory course?  Dave Bratt mentioned that this is already happening when students take courses at other colleges.  Barb Boseker mentioned the issue of online course class size.  Other MnScu schools teaching online special education was limiting their online courses to 15, while WSU was saying that 22 students was on the low side for online enrollment.  Ron Elcombe stated he has experience teaching online courses, and that school is careful to limit class sizes, 12 is the number that they have decided upon.  Rodney Nowosielski mentioned online classes for graphic arts may want to make sure that students have created acceptable portfolios.  Dan Kauffman mentioned that in the past, before online courses, there had been cases were students had taken only two courses at WSU before receiving a degree in Economics, so departments will have to be aware of and possibly look into amending department requirements.  Dave Bratt said that Theatre and Dance is looking into articulation agreements and ways to maintain local control.  Dan Kauffman mentioned that if students started taking courses from various MnSCU institutions that students could end up with a patchwork of courses that leads to a ‘MnSCU’ degree.  Pat Paulson mentioned the need to be aware that online is coming, so we need to have our policies and procedures in place.  This is already being done at other  universities.  Steve Allard brought up the issue of Intellectual Property rights.  Can the university unilaterally take ownership of an online course that was developed by a faculty member?  Cathy Nosek University of Phoenix online owns the IP.
