I. Call to Order: the meeting was called to order at 3:32  pm by chair Anne Rethlefsen.
II. Adoption of Agenda m/s Nosek/MacDonald approve agenda, motion passes

IV. Chairs Report: President Ramaley’s reception of the GPA change for graduating with honors.  Discussion at Senate meeting was positive to carry this forward.  Meet and confer discussed and received.  Ken Gorman would like to put this in the next catalog.  President Ramaley is supportive of this effort.
V. General Education Course Substitution Requests: Mary Marmostone.  Not present, in Colorado.  Randy Miller discussed the issue.  m/s Aldrich/Boseker to approve, discussion related to prior courses the student took and dropped due to personal circumstances.  Motion passes.
VI. Course & Program Proposal Subcommittee Report Ed Thompson – from   November 30, 2005.  The CPPS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses and programs.   Ed Thompson delivered a report on the following items, CPPS recommends approval of VI. A and B.  Approved.

C. Reg 3-4- trying to co-ordinate where the ‘official’ file copies reside of A2C2 and other forms.  
General discussion of what is ‘official’ copy of catalog copy, major/minors, course requirements, and also need to be able to find the current and prior files.  Make sure that inaccurate versions are not posted anywhere.   Other universities (University of Iowa)  have been doing this. Suggest that Faculty Senate be made aware of this situation.
VII.    University Studies Subcommittee report, J. Paul Johnson - from November 30, 2005.    Paul Johnson delivered a report on the following material.  The USS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses in VII. A, B and C.    Recommend Approval of Approved and Posted Courses. Motion to approve USS recommendation passes by consensus.

D. USP Course Substitution requests

1. Eric Larson: BIOL 427 for Unity and Diversity: Global Perspectives: USS recommends DISAPPROVAL  Discussion ensued as to why this was not approved.  This is a topics course.  USS thought this should be advanced as a USS course by the department.  Other courses may also need to be considered.  Motion to approve USS recommendation passes with majority approving to disapprove.  Two voted to disapprove disapproval.
2. Denny Schwab: BIOL 104: for Arts & Science Core: Natural Science: USS recommends APPROVAL.  Problem with the DARS screen reader.  Student has limited sight capabilities.  Motion to approve USS recommendation passes, one negative vote.
3. Jeremy Graves: BIOL 104 for Arts & Science Core: Natural Science: USS recommends DISAPPROVAL.   Motion to approve USS recommendation passes, two abstain.
E. USP Course Expiration and Renewal Process: Attachment.  Discussion related to basic skills assessment and the assessment process.  Questions as to why June 1 deadlines for USPAP reports.  Section 3 states ‘December 1 of the calendar year’-why not academic year?  The reapproval of all courses will occur at the same time per this schedule, so as to not have to track individual course renewal dates.  Question about renewal dates of USP courses and the advising dates when students register for courses.  Possible that changes in USP courses in the midst of a catalog cycle can put students into a bind, because they are under contract with a specific catalog.  How long after Dec 1 deadline would the renewals be approved?  Should this renewal process be tried as is and the results or effects monitored to ascertain whether changes need to be made?  Paul Johnson proposed an amendment to modify the Expiration Date to be ‘End of Fall Semester’ instead of ‘Summer’ m/s Malone/Elcombe, motion to approve passes.
F. Minnesota Transfer Curriculum and Introductory Foreign Language Courses
Paul Johnson report that beginning Fall 2006 introductory languages, 100 level, will not be accepted in the MnTransfer Curriculum.  This affects Winona State because there are a lot of these courses at WSU.  MnSCU has not been receptive to discussing this.  WSU students need to be made aware that 100 level foreign language course may not be eligible for Mn Transfer Curriculum.  The registrar and catalog copy personnel have been made aware.  There will be a note placed on the web registration portal.  The rationale for this decision has not been fully explained by MnSCU.

NURS 411: Change in course description from “Studies the theoretical basis of nursing care for adult clients and their families in well-being and illness” to “ Theoretical, scientific, developmental, and nursing theories will be applied to the care of individual adults/older adults. Students will utilize decision-making skills, reflective judgment, and medical-surgical practice standards to plan care for acute and chronic health conditions”

F. NURSING: Change in existing major, minor, option, concentration, etc. from CHEM 208 and CHEM 209 to Chem 210

G. SOCW 440: Allow University Studies credit for this course for S05 and F05; this course becomes CAST 301 in S06 with USP approval 10-19-05
H. MCOM: Change in existing major, minor, option, concentration, etc.: Add MCOM 175 to Broadcasting Electives
I. MCOM 330, Feature Writing becomes MCOM 334; MCOM 230 (proposed MCOM 332) becomes a prerequisite for MCOM 334

J. MCOM 331 becomes MCOM 336; MCOM 230 (proposed MCOM 332) is a prerequisite for MCOM 336

K. Sociology and Criminal Justice: 

1. In the B. A. Sociology Program:

a. Under admissions requirements:

a. Drop CMST 191

b. Drop “Attain a minimum GPA of 2.2 in the foundation courses”

b. Under Retention and Graduation Requirements:

a. Drop: Maintain and complete a student portfolio prior to graduation at a level acceptable to the student’s advisor

b. Add: Students must complete all Sociology courses with a grade of “C” or higher

2. In the B. S. Criminal Justice Program

a. Drop: Completion of a minimum of 32 semester hours of coursework with a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.50 for all courses taken at WSU

L. Geoscience: 

1. Bank GEOS 430 and GEOS 480

2. ADD GEOS 240 to required courses pool to maintain the same total credit requirements within this pool

3. Change in requirement of GEOS 415 to either GEOS 415 or GEOS 420. The change is a reflection of courses being offered only in opposite years

4. Change in 6-8 credit math requirement is included solely as a clarification to what combinations of the courses MATH 150, MATH 155, MATH 120, MATH 160, and MATH 165 are acceptable
