VIII. University Studies Subcommittee report, J. Paul Johnson - from April 5, 2006.  The USS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses. Recommend Approval of Approved and Posted Courses:
* indicates editorial corrections, which have been made.
m/s to separate out THAD 215 Possin/Schumacher-discussion-CPPS requires that objections in writing be made there, there is no such requirement for USS.  Motion fails.  Approximately 12+ against, 7 for.  
Discussion:  Possin thinks that THAD does not satisfy requirements of a ‘Critical Analysis’ USS course.  Cohenour states that it was written to satisfy the criteria.  Bratt says the four criteria were discussed and addressed at USS.  
Johnson stated that the criteria were discussed during the subcommittee meeting and additional documentation was requested.  US asks that various departments are requested to submit proposals; this is in line with that mandate.  Possin stated that critical analysis course is to investigate topics themselves, and that this course is primarily focused on Fine and Performing Arts.  Shields stated that the Critical Analysis section was written so that it did not have to be the primary part, but had to be a significant part.  Fernandez asked how you tell the difference in primary and significant.  Elcombe states that Critical Analysis needs to be done in conjunction with the course content.  Possin states these skills are not focused on one course.  Allard stated that Dance majors would more readily learn Critical Analysis skills in a THAD course rather than in a math course.  Johnson stated that A2C2 cannot change the USS category, that would have to come from the department.  Charles stated that this THAD course would be a good course for her students to take.
