B. Other- 
1. discussion regarding A2C2 chair/chair elect/secy…there is no chair elect this year, may be one next year.  But A2C2 chair may continue for another year, in which case a chair elect would not be needed next year.

2. Chris Malone brought up issue of students repeating classes for a better grade in full classes are taking up space and preventing other students from taking the class.  Ensuing discussion reminded A2C2 delegates that this is not a new issue, and it has been discussed many times in the last several years.  The consensus is that there are so many possible reasons for this to occur that it is very difficult to construct a fair/non-discriminatory policy.  Reasons include repeating a course with a different instructor who emphasizes different content, some students need to obtain certain GPA for admission to certain programs, MnSCU has been investigating this issue so we should wait for those recommendations, creating such a policy may encourage students to repeat the course at a different school, and allowing course repeats can disturb the flow of students who are trying to graduate in four years.
