IX. Old Business:

A. Update on Policies/Technology/A2C2 Business: VP meeting- discussed status of online University Regulations.  Need to update the ‘official’ online regulations.  Add Regulations to Red Dot in order to keep the web site updated.  Use portal to keep the committee assignment and work sites straight.  The administration is very interested in correcting this situation.  They are asking for input from faculty.  Discussed using eLearning as a resource.  Mention made that before eLearning is consulted, A2C2 should have a clear definition of exactly what we would like eLearning to do to prevent inefficient use of time.
B. “Thompson” changes to 3-4 are accepted: Discuss further changes.  The next version of 3-4 with the added ‘instructional methodology’ grid and some wording changes.  Jump to X.A.
C. Matt Bosworth: from December’s meeting: Anti-Plagiarism-Their department –Political Science-has noted several issues of plagiarism recently. Elearning has been working with ‘Turn it in’ software.  Suggest that WSU orientation classes or at the start of the academic year should discuss the topic of plagiarism.  Discussion:  There is currently a WSU Academic Integrity Policy.  Is this enough?  Or are more efforts needed in this area?
Motion:  In order to combat incidents of student violations of the Academic Integrity Policy those responsible for WSU orientation are encouraged to develop and or incorporate methods for teaching students what violations of the Academic Integrity Policy are.  This teaching should take place either  in the activities leading to the start of fall classes, or in the Orientation classes that are ongoing in the fall semester.

Discussion:  Eng 111 already discusses, at least implicitly, the topic of plagiarism.  Appears that current system is not fully deterring plagiarism, and this is trying to reinforce those efforts.  Students need to hear this several times before they adopt it.  Unclear whether this topic of academic integrity is being made part of the o
Motion:  Aldrich/Elcombe to table until input from orientation committee is received.

A. Regulation 3-4 Policy Change Document- Chair Rethlefsen presented draft of the Reg 3-4 CHANGE APPROVAL FORM.  Chair presented draft and asked for input, especially on routing of form is there is disapproval from a higher level.  Suggest starting a new copy of the form if it is sent back.  USP uses language such as “In the case of XXX’s recommendation to disapprove a proposal, a written rationale for the recommendation to disapprove shall be provided to the Academic Affairs and Curriculum Committee”
Question discussed-Is the Faculty Senate required to report disapproval back to A2C2?  
Discussed set of changes to New and Revised Courses, and Notifications.  
Question discussed-are the notes on the revised forms related to USP course approval

Motion to approve changed forms with addition of note on proposal for revised courses “For University Studies Program course approval, the form Proposal for University Studies Courses must also be completed and submitted according to the instructions on that form.    “  by Elcombe/Aldrich , passes unanimously.

C. A2C2 Charge-chair Ann Rethlefsen- asked whether term ‘General Education’ in A.2. should be changed to ‘University Studies’.  Discussion as to whether A.4. Budget committee title should be changed also.  
And A.1.e. ‘State University System’ should be changed to ‘MnSCU’ or Minnesota State Colleges and Universities.   
And A.1.d. should ‘General Catalog’ be changed to ‘Undergraduate Catalog.
A) Committee Charge:
1) to recommend to the Faculty Association Senate on:
a) degree requirements and new degree and non-degree program requirements;
b) curricular additions and changes forwarded by departments;
c) the academic calendar;
d) portions of the WSU General Catalog that pertains to academic matters;
e) proposals and policies of the State University System and the WSU Administration that pertain to academic matters.
2) to review periodically majors, minors, and the General Education program and make recommendations to the Faculty Association Senate;
3) to receive from and to discuss with members of the WSU Administration information pertaining to matters listed in a) and b) above.
4) to inform and to work with the University Budget Review, Functions and Planning Committee in cases of budget change or proposed retrenchment significantly affecting academic programs, and to make recommendations to the Faculty Association Senate.
