I. Call to Order: the meeting was called to order at 3:33 p.m. by chair Ann Rethlefsen
II. Adoption of Agenda- no changes, agenda adopted

VI. Course & Program Proposal Subcommittee Report: None: The committee did not have any items of business on October 11, 2006, but there will be a meeting next week.
VII. University Studies Subcommittee Report, J. Paul Johnson – from October 11, 2006. The USS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses
A. “Cross-Listed” Courses. USS requested from the Registrar’s Office a complete list of any such courses being scheduled for spring of 2007.  USS will share information with new ad hoc A2C2 subcommittee.

B. CLEP Examinations and Policies.  USS recommends that the award for CLEP for passing scores in examinations in three general education areas (Humanities, Social Science and History, and Natural Science) each be listed at six hours, consistent with College Board recommendations, exam structure and format, and other MnSCU four-year institutions’ practices.  J Paul Johnson handed out a sheet containing the USS recommendations.  WSU current practice is that the successful completion of these exams will merit the student 5 semester hours of credit in the relevant area.  This 5 credit award is not consistent with other MnSCU institutions or other agencies.  Very few students take these exams.  Only five have taken since 2001, 3 of who passed.  USS recommends changing the award for successful exam completion to 6 hours, to be more consistent with other MnSCU 4 year institutions.  Discussion on how CLEP credit is listed on the WSU transcript, especially if they leave WSU to pursue degree at another school.  A2C2 committee adopts motion, 1 member opposed.
C. Transfer Issues.  USS offers a standing invitation (as non voting attendee) to meetings and committee memoranda to WSU Transfer Coordinator.  Carol Zielsdorf is in this capacity at WSU.  She will also receive all USS meeting minutes and agenda.
