I. Call to Order-the meeting was called to order at 3:31pm by chair Ann Rethlefsen.
II. Adoption of Agenda-a new agenda was handed out, due to the large number of last minute additions.
A. Calendar-under old business  Schumaker/Elcombe, m/s adopted modified agenda, no comments, no discussion passes unanimously.

A. School Vans: Policy: with 12 or more people in van: one must have a commercial license to drive it.  Effective immediately.  Supposedly MnSCU is enforcing a state law.  If a student van driver crosses state line, appears they must be 21 or older.
B. When adding or eliminating a course from another department into your department’s program, a written notification needs to take place to the other department involved prior to submitting the notification to me for publication. One department was surprised and worried about potential staffing issues.
V. Course & Program Proposal Subcommittee Report: Ed Thompson—from October 24, 2007. The CPPS recommends approval/disapproval of the following courses and programs.

Major 60 to 57 hours; minor going down 3 semester hours.    Ed Thompson suggested sending these major/minor changes through as 2 separate proposals, so that the ‘minor’ change is not missed.
b. Mathematics & Statistics: Mathematics   Major 38-39 up to 40-41 semester hours.
c. Mathematics & Statistics: Statistics   Major 55-56 to 56-57 semester hours.

USS approves revised inquiry-based assessment plan.  Context, rationale, and call for proposals attached.  

J Paul Johnson gave an overview of the assessment plan at the meeting.  The call for proposals for research projects which would investigate USP outcomes, especially those related to transfer of basic skills to upper division courses, preparation of first year students for college-level academics, and Unity and Diversity outcomes.
A question arose as to how the expiration and renewal dates relate to the timing of catalog copy changes.
The last sentence on page 2 will be modified to something like “USS proposes that a schedule for expiration and renewal will be worked out.”
Assessment plan as modified was approved, approximately 24 for, 2 against.  Recommendation accepted.

Information: Registrar is beginning to activate prerequisites in Web Registration module for Spring 08 for the College of Business.  Includes Basic Skills, such as ENG 111, for courses as Flag prerequisites.  Sometime in the future this will be expanded to include the remainder of courses.  Students who have taken courses at and transferred in from other institutions will need to be especially careful to make sure they are not blocked from registering for a course due to prerequisites.
