VIII. Old Business: 120 Credit Hour Team
MnSCU form (Redesign: Change Program and/or Emphasis Credit Length) needs to be filled out for every program.  Contains information like CIP code. The VPAA’s office will provide the staffing to complete these forms.  This only affects programs over 120 hours.

The 120 Credit hour requirement for WSU will go into effect in fall 2010.  (Except for programs with waivers).  This has been approved by Faculty Senate. 
IX. New Business:

A. MNSCU Online Coding vs. Our Coding- needs to be addressed by CPPS in the fall 2009 (September 9th, 2009?)
B. Articulation Agreements-handout (letter from Provost Sally Johnstone to IFO President Bruce Svingen, dated March 19, 2009; 032309 Meet and Confer, Item 12) for information purposes will be on first A2C2 agenda, September 2nd, 2009. A process is needed that will allow tracking of these Agreements, and this process will most likely include A2C2. Question arose as to where the Articulation Agreement originates-usually it is between a 2 year and 4 year school, and typically the 2 year school is the originator.  Felt that A2C2 involvement was good, but should not A2C2 have approval authority, or at least be able to provide comments or concerns that A2C2 felt needed to be addressed?  There may also be issues with Articulation Agreements with international universities.  Step 3 lists A2C2 approval, then Step 4 lists VPAA office approval.  Faculty Senate approval should also be included.  CPPS may also need to be included.  Regulation 3-4 may need to be revised to include additional information for the Articulation Agreement.  MnSCU level policy regarding Articulation Agreements should probably be created, but this will probably be pushed from the schools to the central office.
